Why is your child’s personal health information being used?

Your child’s health information may still be used or shared after you withdraw your authorization if your child should have an adverse event (a bad effect) from being in the study. If you withdraw your permission to use your child’s personal health information for research that means your child will also be withdrawn from the research study, but standard medical care and any other benefits to which your child are entitled will not be affected.  You can also tell us you want to withdraw your child from the research study at any time without canceling the Authorization to use your child’s data.  
You will be given a copy of this Research Subject Authorization Form describing your child’s confidentiality and privacy rights for this study. If you have not already received it, you will also be given the NYC Health + Hospitals/ Elmhurst – New York City Health and Hospitals Corporation Notice of Privacy Practices that contains more information about the privacy of your child’s health information.
By signing this document:
· You are permitting the NYC Health + Hospitals/ Elmhurst, your child’s doctors and other health care providers to disclose your child’s health information to the researcher for the purposes described above. 
· You are permitting the Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai and the NYC Health + Hospitals/ Elmhurst to use your child’s personal health information collected about your child for research purposes within our institution. 
· You are also allowing the investigators, the Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai and the NYC Health + Hospitals/ Elmhurst to disclose that personal health information collected about your child to outside organizations or people for research purposes as described above.
· You recognize that your child’s information may also be used as necessary for your child’s research-related treatment, to collect payment for your child’s research-related treatment (when applicable) and to run the business operations of the hospital. 
· You recognize that once information is disclosed to others outside Icahn School of Medicine at Mount Sinai and the NYC Health + Hospitals/ Elmhurst the information may be redisclosed and no longer be covered by the federal privacy protection regulations.

	Notice Concerning HIV-Related Information
